        Another Blast from the Past…     

     The next pastor in our series is the Rev. David J. Livingstone. He was born November 12, 1896 in Concord, New Hampshire. He was educated in Troy, New York and attended the Troy Conference Academy in Poultney, Vermont where was trained to be a minister. He served 18 months in Europe during World War 1 and returned to the area where he entered the Troy Conference “on trial” in 1923. He was ordained Deacon in the Methodist Episcopal Church in 1925 and was given full membership in the Troy Conference. He was later ordained Elder in 1927.  
     When he came out of the service after World War I, he had aspirations to become a Chaplain, but instead he decided to serve local churches, through the influence of the Rev. Alfred Higgins. He was then sent to the Brainard, East Nassau and Hoags Corner Charge. He preached there from 1919-1923. While he was there he met Ethel G. Millius of East Nassau, whom he married April 9, 1923. They both offered great service to all. While serving here, he would walk six miles each way to the farthest appointment, even for prayer meetings once a week.

     He then served in Johnsonville from 1923-1928 and then Burnt Hills from 1928-1930. Then he served our church from 1930-1934. During this time in 1931, our steeple that was 100 feet tall was first struck by lightning. It wasn’t until after the next strike, in 1939 that the steeple was taken down and a domed belfry was put in its place. Also, in 1932, new light fixtures were put in the church as well. Then, he served in Granville from 1935-1937. His next pastorate was at the Memorial United Methodist Church in Troy from 1937-1947. This was the longest pastorate in the church’s history. His longest pastorate was in his next appointment in Dalton , MA where he served from 1947- 1962.  When the church became part of the New England Southern Conference, he stayed with the Troy Conference serving next at the First Church of Cohoes from 1962-1965. This was his last church before he retired. During retirement he also preached at the Easton Methodist Church and the Troy Mills Memorial Baptist Church. He also served on many Troy Conference Committees and Boards. He was a teacher and manager of summer camps and at the Winter Institute of Troy Conference.

     He was known by his fellow pastors as a “Pastor’s Pastor”. Many young clergymen sought him out for advice and help. He was a good listener and many parishioners also sought his advice as well. He furthered the education of many young clergymen.

     He was also very active in his communities in which he served. He served as President of the Troy Kiwanis Club and President of the Dalton Rotary Club. He was a Mason and member of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows.

     He died February 6, 1980 and a Memorial Service was held for him in Christ United Methodist Church in Troy, where he attended the last seven years of his life. The service was conducted by the District Superintendent the Rev. Dr. David A. Giles. When the congregation sang, “For All the Saints” at his Memorial service, those in attendance truly felt another saint had entered the eternal kingdom.

     Thanks be to God for the life and ministry of the Rev. David J. Livingstone!
